The Dorset School Council is currently reviewing the financial budget for the
2010 year.

There are many issues Council considers when setting the budget. These
include the:

91 Priorities for investing in the curriculum,

1 Ongoing investment in IT

i Buildings and Grounds improvements and repairs
i Security systems

Unfortunately, there are times when the wish list in investing in the School
(expenses) far exceeds that of available revenue i in other words, something
needs to give.

Currently Dorset has expenses that far exceed revenue. To continue to invest
in the excellent curriculum and facilities that make Dorset the success it is,
Council need to make a number of hard but important decisions.

Currently, we have a short fall of $1.97 per student per week to maintain the
high standard of programs we presently offer.

By the end of November you will receive a notice outlining the School booklist
and levies for the 2010 year.

The results of the fundraising levy have been analysed. Whilst there was a
majority view that Dorset should proceed with this levy, the total number of
responses was only 40% of the Dorset Community. School Council was
distressed that such an important question was only considered by a low
number of families. Accordingly, School Council has decided to not proceed
with the fundraising levy.

In terms of the 2010 Budget, the School Council must make a decision on
how the Budget can be balanced. Simply, revenue must be increased by way
of family contributions or expenses must be reduced (IT, Facilities etc).

Every week, Council will provide an update as to their position; however we
welcome your comments and suggestions in the interim on this most
important matter.
